Article 1 

SPECIAL TOWN MEETING

June 10, 2008



The first session of the Randolph Special Town Meeting was convened at the Randolph High School on Tuesday, June 10, 2008, at 7:00 p.m. with Moderator Kevin Reilly presiding and declaring a quorum present.



Town Clerk/Registrar, Brian Howard, read the call of the meeting and return of service of the Special Town Meeting Warrant.



Kit Hoffman and Paul Fernandes, members of the No Place for Hate Committee, offered a few remarks to Town Meeting.



The Moderator explained the rules of procedure.  

ARTICLE 1



To see if the Town will vote:

(a)  to approve a Special Tax Assessment (“STA”) and a STA Agreement pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws c. 23A, §3E between Town of Randolph and two entities described as Elite Envelope and Graphics, Inc. and EE&G Realty, LLC for property located at 280 Pond Street shown on Assessors’ Map 04, Block A, Lot 024.5 which STA Agreement provides for certain reduced tax assessments over a four (4) year period at the rates set forth therein, substantially in the form on file with the Board of Selectmen and the Town Clerk;

(b) to authorize the Board of Selectmen to execute the STA Agreement, and any necessary documents relating thereto, and to take such other actions as are necessary or appropriate to implement those documents;

(c) to authorize the Board of Selectmen to submit all such documents to the Massachusetts Economic Assistance Coordinating Council under the Economic Development Incentive Program for approval and designation of the 280 Pond Street Economic Opportunity Area, STA Agreement and Certified Project Application described therein;

(d) to take such other and further action as may be necessary or appropriate to  carry out the purposes of this article; and

(e) to take any other action relative thereto.



Mr. GOLDSTEIN:   Move that:

(a) the Special Tax Assessment (“STA”) and STA Agreement described in the Article be hereby approved pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws c. 23A, §3E between Town of Randolph and two entities described as Elite Envelope and Graphics, Inc. and EE&G Realty, LLC for property located at 280 Pond Street shown on Assessors’ Map 04, Block A, Lot 024.5;

(b)  the Board of Selectmen is hereby authorized to execute the STA Agreement, and any necessary documents relating thereto, and to take such other actions as are necessary or appropriate to implement those documents;

(c) the Board of Selectmen is hereby authorized to submit all such documents to the Massachusetts Economic Assistance Coordinating Council under the Economic Development Incentive Program for approval and designation of the 280 Pond Street Economic Opportunity Area, STA Agreement and Certified Project Application described therein; and to take such other and further action as may be necessary or appropriate to carry out the purpose of this article.  


(The motion was duly seconded, long discussion.)


THE MODERATOR:   It being 7:30 and a quorum of members being present here in the auditorium I would declare the third session of the Annual Town Meeting to be open at this time.


A motion is duly made and seconded to continue action on the remaining Articles in the Annual Town Meeting until the conclusion of the Special Town Meeting.

Ms. ROME-AVRUS:   I move to amend the main motion by adding to the end of Subsection (b) the language that:  During the four years of the STA Agreement, if any percentage of the square footage is subleased and results in income to the applicant from a third party, the Town would expect that that percentage of square footage would be exempted from the STA program.


(The motion was duly seconded, short discussion, and the motion to amend was carried.)


(There was no further discussion on the motion and the main motion as amended was carried unanimously.)

Mr. GALVAM:   I move to permanently dissolve the Special Town meeting.
