· At 7:24 pm, Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the minutes from the August 26, 2008 meeting, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 3-0-1, with Mrs. Alexopoulos in abstention since she was not in attendance for that meeting. 

· At 7:25 pm Chair Dunn opened DRB 2008-45, George Fabrizio, 1137 North Main Street.  He is looking to repave the parking area.  They also would like to close the front door and install new windows and replace the garage doors.  He is moving his business Union Capital Mortgage from Braintree to Randolph.  He is not looking at signage at this time, since they may need a variance.  It appears they will need to have a lower level sign.  The Applicant plans to go to the ZBA for a variance.  He would also like to spruce up the fence, maybe add some landscaping.  Applicant will come back for the landscaping and the signage.  They would like to replace the chain link fence on the side, leave the footprint; just change the material from a chain link fence.

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of George Fabrizio as presented for façade alterations and to allow the Applicant to come back for signage and landscaping when he is ready, second by Mr. Fucile and Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0.
· Board held discussion of the plans for the AL Prime Energy.  Some members were unable to attend the walk through.  Hearing will be on next agenda with a full Board.

·  At 7:43 pm, chair opened DRB 2008-46, Cap Realty Trust, John P. Gately, Jr. Trustee.  Scott from ID Graphics present for the Applicant.  They are looking to replace two existing pylon signs with one two-sided pylon sign.   Sign will be 10 feet off the street.  Eighty-four inches in height for the sign and 12 inches off the ground total of 9 feet.   Sign will be made for aluminum inserts, posts will be wood.  Extera is the new type of wood to be used, it resists fading.  Colors will match the building colors, beige and burgundy.   Board brought up the removing of the trees done by the company.  ID graphics is only doing the sign.  Board would like to see replacement of some trees prior to accepting the sign.  Discussion held over how to proceed, with a motion to continue or accepting the application with conditions.  The Board also discussed whether to tell the applicant what type of trees and where to put them on the property.

The sign will be aluminum with vinyl lettering.  Colors will be red & blue for the lettering and a pale yellow background.  Board felt black would like better than the blue lettering.  Black will stand out against the yellow and look classier.   
· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to accept the application of the Altagracia Store for signage as presented with the pale yellow background and red and black lettering, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
