· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, December 16, 2008
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, Thomas Fucile and James Burgess, Jr.; Chair Duddy began the meeting at 7:31 pm. 
· At 7:37 pm, Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the minutes from the November 18, 2008 meeting, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
· At 7:37 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-53, Village Realty Associates, LLC, 7 Warren Street, for building alterations.  Chris Merlin, JP Fine. Plans presented.  Blockbuster video was downsizing and now maybe leaving, they are talking abut it.  They are subdividing the space creating an end cap piece.  Blue awning would go away and a white sign board would be erected separate from the existing pylon sign.  Possibly a cell phone company, restaurant user looking to expand.  No commitments at this time.  At least want to downsize Blockbuster so when businesses are ready they can move forward.  No one is interested in the entire Blockbuster space, so want to downsize.  Put new door in far left pane of the front.  The door under the Blockbuster sign will remain for now.  Door will be similar to Pizza Hut door.  Hoping to lease the Fortune Café space, no applicable tenants.  Door will be stainless steel/aluminum to match Pizza Hut, will not be white.  Questions as to whether the aluminum door will match the rest of those on the property.  Board prefers the white door to match the rest. Windows to the left will match and the right will be the same.
· They will be adding a new egress out back to match the other egresses for the new space.  The new door to be in between the existing two doors.   It will be set in like the other doors.  No signage at this time.  


· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of village Realty Associates, LLC for alterations as presented for installation of a rear entry door and new entry front door to be white to match the rest of the building and the blue awning on the section being changed to be removed, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.  
· The vacant space next to Pizza Hut, former Fortune Café space, previously they were approved to move the door that had customers coming in the side, thus allowing.  They want to replicate what was done at Pizza Hut to allow the entry door to go straight in, rather than from in the side.  Old entry would be covered with a clapboard.

· Mr. Burgess motioned the request for an entry door change at the vacant space, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0.  

· At 8:03 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 54, AutoTuner, Gary Watt present.  Looking to go into 146 South Main Street.  He is looking for façade alterations and signage.  Board questioned if the applicant is the only tenant or if there are more.  He is the only tenant.  Applicant explained that he has not been able to move things inside.  Board explained that the neighbors are not happy right now and won’t tolerate the current look of the business.  Applicant would like to replace windows in the front.  He is doing a new piece of glass, with only one big plate with silicone in between.  On the driveway side of the building, he would like to change the windows that are broken.  Discussion held as to how vehicles enter the building.  Applicant is looking for new garage doors on the side.  The front door is being left alone.  He would like to have the front of the building stuccoed.  Board not sure what the materials are currently on the building; so they are not sure if they can put stucco on the building.  The building has several beams that are in need of repair.  Board feels they need to make a sight visit.  Board suggested the Applicant look at Walgreen’s and the strip plaza across from Piccadilly Pub.    Currently doing the inside and getting the trucks in.  He needs to get the broken windows fixed as soon as possible.  
· Board concerned that the building cannot hold the weight of the glass.  Board discussed what parts of the application can be approved tonight and what needs to come back.  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to allow the installation of the windows to allow the building to be air tight, followed by a sight visit of the Board and to allow four roll-up, garage doors on the driveway side of the building; alterations to the exterior of the building and the signage will be held until the next meeting on January 6, 2009, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0. 

· Attendance was handed out, any discrepancies, please let the Secretary now in order to make changes.  
· Chair asked if there is anything any members wanted submitted in the annual report.  Nothing of note.

· Mr. Burgess asked if there were any objections to the camera being stored in the Planners office and allowing him usage. No objections.

·  Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn at 8:45 pm, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
