· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, January 22, 2008
· Attendance: James Burgess, Maureen Dunn, Jean Duddy, Alexandra Alexopoulos, Tom Fucile.
· Chair Burgess began meeting at 7:26 pm.  Ms. Duddy motioned to accept the minutes from the January 8, 2008 meeting, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
·  At 7:27 pm Chair opened DRB 2008-4, Dunkin Donuts, 1395 North Main Street, Kevin Reilly present for Applicant.  The Applicant is looking for a building sign.  It is a 12 inch stack formation style; 30 and ½ inches high, 24 inches at the letters and 6 x 10 ft wide, with the new Dunkin Donuts Logo. It will be centered above the door.  Fee received.
· Ms. Duddy motioned to accept the application of Dunkin Donuts (1395 North Main Street) as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0. 
· At 7:29 pm Chair opened DRB 2008-5, Dunkin Donuts, 39 Warren Street, Kevin Reilly present for the Applicant.   The Applicant is looking to change the exterior menu board at the drive thru.  They are looking to replace the existing sign, however the new sign will be slightly bigger.  This new sign is about 2 inches higher to add the new items.
· Ms. Duddy motioned to accept the application of Dunkin Donuts (39 Warren Street) as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
· Mrs. Alexopoulos arrived at 7:37 pm.

· At 7:33 pm, Chair re- opened DRB 2008- 1, Core-Velocity, 26 Mazzeo Drive, Scott Cashman present for the Applicant, this hearing was continued from Jan. 8th. The Applicant has redesigned the plan; the shades of the colors to be used were presented this evening.  He also provided the Board with a picture of what is there now. Fee received.
· Ms. Duddy motioned to accept the application of Core-Velocity Group fitness Centers as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.

· At 7:42 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-6, William’s of Randolph Fine Jewelry, 16 Mazzeo Drive. William Pace present looking for signage.  The proposed sign is to be a 2 x 16 ft lighted sign.  Color sample provided, Board had no questions. Fee received. 

· Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the application of William’s of Randolph Fine Jewelry as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Ms. Duddy; voted 5-0.

· At 7:49 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 7, The Vault Room, 326 North Main Street, Stephen Mahoney present for the Applicant. The Applicant is changing the name of his business to the Vault Room and they want to change the sign. It will be the same size as the previous sign.  It will be gold and black 6ft x 5ft; there will be a thin line of white surrounding the lettering to make it stand out more.  The sign will be backlit, with a black background and gold lettering.  The sign looks like a vault, the Board suggested changing the handle on the vault to the proper side.  Fee received.
· Ms. Duddy motioned to accept the application of the Vault Room as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, and it is allowable to change the handle to the proper side, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.

· At 7:55 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-9, 535 South Main Street, Karl Wells was invited to speak about the old Good Brothers Ford Property.  He has purchased the building on South Main Street.  He will have his landscaping equipment, no retail from the property.  He would like to close off some of the parking lot where the cars were kept with a stockade fence and chain link fence.  This is to provide security for his landscaping equipment.  He would like to use a round, pickett-style stockade fence, 6 foot high, with 2 gates.  He would also like to enclose an existing dumpster, which currently has no fencing around it.  He could do a shadow box stockade fence around that.  This may be a short term-plan for the property, since he is looking into uses for other parts of the property.  He is expecting a quick lube to occupy the space of the previous quick lube; he is currently using the office space upstairs and in the back.

· Ms. Duddy motioned to allow Karl Wells the installation of a round, pickett-style stockade fence, 6 foot high and a black, chain link fence in the parking lot of the property, in the location noted on the plans and a shadow box, stockade fence to enclose the dumpster, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.
· At 8:05 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 8, Typhoon Restaurant, 1137 North Main Street, Mai Phung, Architect, present for the Applicant.  The owner has another restaurant on Boylston Street in Boston. The building used to be an auto accessory part store.  Owner lives in Randolph and wants to bring an upscale restaurant to the Town.  The Applicant added to the height of the building, to bring it in proportion with the existing lines.  The trellis will be a teak color, and they want to use patio pavers. The existing roof line will be removed and the existing overhang will be removed as well, there will be a new canopy going in.  Canopy will be asphalt single to match the building.  There will be recessed lighting under the canopy.  No other exterior building or color questions.  The building will have a stucco finish on the outside.  Trim will be pure white from Sherwin -Williams.  All clear glass.

· Signage- 30 inches in height and 9 feet high. Sign will have to be on the left hand corner not the right hand corner.  Boylston is black background, with white and red accents and lettering.  Only red will be the accent stripes, a cardinal red on the Board’s 3M chart.   Chair suggested the Applicant inform the pole location change to the ZBA board.  
· Plantings/Landscaping- no trees, some low plantings will be forming a 3-5 ft buffer of a patio.  Butterfly bushes are resistant to the winter, but the Board is not sure if the Chameleon plants are.  The Applicant would like Japanese maple trees as well.  The Board informed Mr. Phung he will need to have a drain system to help with the draining of the patio.  Members asked that when the sign is moved, will landscaping be moved as well.  The architect stated that the plans will have to be rearranged.
· Parking has to be revised with the ZBA; the legal parking is in the front, so they are scattering the parking to other locations across the street and next to the building.  There are 99 proposed seats in the restaurant, thus requiring 50 spaces.  There are currently 31 spaces across the street.
·  Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application for Typhoon Restaurant as presented and to grant the special permit for landscaping, façade alterations, building alterations/addition, and signage, with the red in the signage to be the Cardinal Red on the 3M Chart; second by Ms. Duddy; voted 5-0.  
· Mrs. Dunn asked about reorganizing the Board.  Mrs. Dunn nominated Jean Duddy for Chair, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.  Mrs. Dunn nominated Mrs. Alexopoulos for Vice-Chair, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.   

· Mrs. Alexopoulos suggested the Board mandate that it get applications by the Friday before, so Secretary can get the information to the Members.      
· Building Commissioner, ZBA, Selectmen, Town Clerk and all boards to be notified of changes in the Board.

· Motion by Mr. Burgess to adjourn at 8:52 pm, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.
