· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, July 1, 2008
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, and Mr. Burgess; Chair Duddy began meeting at 7:33 pm. 
· At 7:35 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-37, Randolph Package Store, 42 North Main Street, seeking façade alterations.  Francisco Fernandez, Luis Waldron, and Jose Fernandez present.  They are looking to move the existing double door entrance to the opposite end of the store.  The applicant would like to change the back entrance as well.  There is presently a can door, brown door to the basement and the conveyor belt and a second door to the conveyor belt.  One door on the right will be closed up.  Board does have safety concerns with the changes in the front.  The Applicant could convert area to exterior storage.  Board noted there is no exterior storage allowed in town.  Applicants further suggested they erect a wall to prevent people from entering the space.  Board resolved their concerns and found it not to be an issue of safety.  Jose Fernandez purchased the entire building not just the business.  Applicant will use the same doors and the windows as existing.  They will use the same stone in the front, under the windows.  The awning will remain the same.  If changes need to be made in the future, Board noted that the existing type of awning is no longer allowed.  The Applicants mentioned they may open a convenience store in empty space in the same building, but they are only discussing the issue right now.  The Board informed the Applicant that they may not be allowed to operate a convenience store since it is not allowed in the Crawford Square Business District, which is where the business operates.    
·  Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of Randolph Package Store as presented for façade alterations and to grant the special permit, second by Mrs. Dunn; Mr. Burgess noted no trimming of public trees; voted 3-0. 
· At 7:55 pm, Chair recognized Brian Dao from Vivi Nails Too at 1106 North Main Street, Applicant put up a building sign without getting permission; they got permission for the pylon sign.  Board likes the pylon sign colors, but not the building sign.  Board asked applicant to go back to the drawing board for the building sign design and come back to the Board for approval before September.  
· At 8:01 pm, Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept minutes of June 17, 2008, second by Ms. Duddy, voted 2-0-1, with Mr. Burgess abstaining since he was not present at that meeting.

· At 8:05 pm, Chair reopened DRB 2008-36, S & G Automotive, 733 South Main Street, for signage. Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of S & G Automotive as presented for signage and to grant the special permit, second by Ms. Duddy, voted 3-0.

· Discussion held regarding Bank of America. Selectmen did approve the island by the ATM and it was built how it was approved. Secretary will draft a letter to the Board of Selectmen stating the Design Review Board’s concerns and will pass along to Chair for approval.  Letter will also be sent to Wendy Hunt of CB Ellis.
· Mr. Burgess doesn’t recall the racing flags at Mobil on the Run on Mazzeo Drive being approved. Board will look into at next meeting. 
· Board discussed the Altagracia Store, applicant will be asked to come to the next meeting, can leave his existing sign up temporarily and he will have to pay $50 fee again.

·  Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:29 pm, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.
