· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, June 17, 2008
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, Alexandra Alexopoulos, Chair Duddy began meeting at 7:32 pm. 
· Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the minutes from the June 3, 2008, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 3-0. 
· At 7:33 pm, Chair reopened DRB 2007-39, Paul D’Amico here to present changes to the landscaping plan at 196 High Street and a change in the signage for the York Industrial Park sign.  The sign will now be a roman style, grey, granite sign with granite posts.  The lettering will be “York Industrial Park” etched into the granite, the posts will be supported by red masonry brick, the sign will be moved back slightly to protect it from the traffic about  9 feet off the telephone pole, the granite will be 6 feet by 3 feet, with a 6 inches gap between the brick and the granite.  The concrete slab supporting everything will be 8 feet by 4 feet.  Lettering will be on both sides.

· Ms. Duddy motion to ratify the landscaping plan with new one dated 6/5/08.  Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to accept the changes to the landscaping plan dated 6/5/08 for DRB 2007-39, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to modify the sign plan for DRB 2007-39, to the new granite addition submitted this evening, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.

·  At 7:42 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 33, Bank of America. Vincent Sorrentino, Architect, Michael Joyce of Cavanaro Consulting, and Wendy Hunt of CB Richard Ellis, Inc., present for the applicant.  They want to make the building more ADA compliant in the parking lot and they want to repaint the crosswalks.  Mrs. Dunn brought up concerns of the Board and Town regarding safety in the parking lot around the building and the free standing ATM.  Board suggested the group do a survey of the entire layout of the property.  A letter will be sent to the Board of Selectmen asking them to address the concerns of the Board; one will be sent to Wendy Hunt of CB Richard Ellis she will try to assist the Board in addressing the issues.  The Board also noted trouble with the curb cut; people are running it over because they can’t make the turn.  Additional signage was suggested to alleviate confusion with the ATM.
· Board reviewed the pictures submitted for the ramp and other repairs, as well as, colors.
· Ms. Duddy motion to accept the application of Bank of America for the ramp changes as presented and to grant the special permit, if the motion passes the Applicant will return by the end of September to resolve the issues brought up tonight, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 3-0.

· At 8:05 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-34, Lombardos, 6 billings Street, Robert Doe present for the Applicant.  Applicant is looking to install a generator.  It is a used model formally owned by N-Star.  The unit will be placed next to an existing garage that houses a golf cart.  A 6ft. high, black chain link fence will surround the unit.  They do have an existing chain link fence, so they are trying to match.  

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motion to accept the application of Lombardos for the installation of a generator as presented and to grant the special permit, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.

· At 8:10 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-35, Randolph Elks, 21 School Street, for signage.  Scott Cashman from ID Graphics present for the Applicant.  They are looking to put up a sign.  It will be in the planting area out in front of the building.  They did obtain a variance for the setback from the ZBA.  The sign will be a manual reader board.  The 4 colors were approved by the ZBA as well. The letters will be raised off the panel, not flat. 

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motion to accept the application of Randolph Elks for signage as presented and to grant the special permit, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.   
· At 8:18 pm, Chair spoke to S & G Gas Station representative Camille Najjar. They were asked to come to tonight’s meeting to address signage they put up without getting permission of the Board.  Applicant did present pictures of what is currently up, Chair stated that they do need to officially apply and pay the fee.   Chair doesn’t have problem with the sign, but there are 4 colors (two shades of blue).  Applicant will turn in an application to the secretary and the Board will vote at the next meeting following the submission.  

· At 8:29 pm, Chair, spoke to Richard Impert of the Altagracia Store.  The Applicant had moved his store location, but had not come to the Board for approval of the moving of his sign.  Discussion between the members and the applicant regarding whom he spoke to about the move and the process he took while moving.  

· Chair stated they needed a new application.  He needs to remove the new banners that are still up; they are only allowed temporarily.  The applicant needs to apply to move the previously approved sign to the new location.  The Board also discussed the money transfer sign.  The Board will send a letter to the Board of Selectmen stating their concerns with the unit transfer business not being allowed in the Crawford Square Business District.  The Board will send a letter to the Building Commissioner regarding the banners, if they are not removed.  Chair suggested that the Applicant look at the sign bylaws for window signage, as well as, building signage.  Applicant stated that he does money transfer as his primary business; clothing sales are secondary and done only to allow him to do the money transfer.  Applicant clarified that he is primarily selling clothes, money transfer is second, and that he misunderstood what he had been asked. Applicant stated that he spoke to the Building Commissioner regarding the moving of his sign and she stated that he was all set.  Mrs. Dunn did go and speak to the applicant prior to tonight’s meeting and he stated that he spoke to Mary McNeil, she spoke to Mary McNeil’s office and they claim he never contacted their office.  There are questions as to whether the location is grandfathered in to allow money transfer businesses.  
· Board will send letters to Building Commissioner and Board of Selectmen regarding the situation. 
· Applicant will reapply for the sign movement and the remaining banner will be removed.     
· Meeting adjourned at 8:55 pm.
