· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, June 3, 2008
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, Thomas Fucile, James Burgess, Jr.  Chair Duddy began meeting at 7:30 pm. 
· Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the minutes from the May 20, 2008, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 3-0-1 with Mr. Burgess abstaining since he was not at the meeting.  
· At 7:30 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-31, Seth Mann II Home for Women, 349 North Main Street, William Lockwood present for the Applicant.  They are looking to create a screened in porch.  There is an existing porch that will be utilized.  The roof will need to be redone.  The structure will have a series of wooden storm doors with screens that pop in and out.  The addition will be the length of the existing house (10ft x 32 ft long) with a roof over it.  The existing bay window will jut out into the porch.  Colors will match the existing house colors.
· Mr. Burgess motioned to waive the application fee since the Applicant is a non-profit, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.  Check returned.

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept application for Seth Mann II Home for Women as presented on drawing A1 and to grant the special permit, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.

· At 7:40 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-32, TJB, LLC (Woodlawn Professional Building), Steve Mahoney present for Applicant.  They would like to put white vinyl siding on the bottom half of the building; they will also be installing insulation to help with weathering.  Board had questions about the color white.  The top part of the building already has white siding; the Board is afraid it is too much white.  The siding on the top is vertical, but around the soffets it will be horizontal along with the lower half of the building.  Applicant suggested shutters or different color trim to break up all the white.  The Board feels the back of the building is fine, but the front needs some help.  There is existing pine around each window; they will add a 5 inch border of aluminum.  Discussion by the Board of alternatives.  The freeze board can also be done in a different color.  Mr. Burgess recommends either Pebble Stone or another earth tone color to be used on all sides of the building other than the front.  Applicant stated that darker colors don’t hold up in the sun and fade.  The Board does not like the white color.  Front to be clapboard, shutter and trim (if light clapboard, then shutters could be darker, with a white trim) Windows are currently white vinyl.
· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of TJB, LLC (Woodlawn Professional Building) for vinyl siding and insulation and to grant the special permit with the vinyl siding to be the color Desert Sand, the trim to be white, and if shutters are to be put up, the color is to be Pebble Stone Clay (listed in the Millcreek Alcoa Home Exteriors sample chart), no painting of the red brick, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.  Check received.
· Mr. Burgess had questions as to whether the Board approved a building sign in addition to the pylon sign for Vivi Nails Too.  After review of the file the Board found they only approved the pylon sign.  Letter to be sent asking them to appear before the Board for the building sign.

· Ms. Duddy noted that the Board did approve the yellow on the free standing entrance sign at Sovereign Bank.  Board feels sign size is too big and will make sure not approve another sign the size of 10ft high and 107 inches wide.
· Mrs. Dunn noted that a Chestnut Street business does not have approval for its sign; Chair will drive by and check it out, before letter being sent.

· Questions were raised as to whether Lombardos is changing their sign too often again.  Chair will take note.

· Questions also brought up about Minihan’s and Tomato and Cheese having tobacco signage that is not allowed in town. 
· Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn at 8:15 pm, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
