· Attendance: Maureen Dunn, Jean Duddy, Thomas Fucile, Alexandra Alexopoulos.  Chair Duddy began meeting at 7:31 pm. 
·  Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the minutes from the May 6, 2008, with changes made to the last paragraph on 2nd page regarding the motion, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 3-0. 
· At 7:33 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2008- 22, 535 South Main LLC, 535 South Main Street, Karl Wells present for signage.  Mr. Fucile and Mrs. Alexopoulos went out to see the backhoe at different heights, pictures were taken.  Mr. Fucile feels that the sign is proportional to the area.  He also measured other signs in town and feels this is in line.  Discussion held about the size of the sign itself and the individual sign boxes.  The Board is concerned that the sign is top heavy.  They discussed making the bottom more proportional, but trying to prevent the sign from being boxy.  The Members also talked of a stone planting around the base of the sign.  Sign will rise above the ground 5 feet.  No visible impairments should occur for motorists entering or leaving the property.  Suggestion made of not allowing roof signs if the proposal for the pylon is approved.  Mr. Wells will discuss not having a roof sign with tenant that has received approval from the Board.  Black to be color in between boxes.
· Mr. Fucile motioned to accept the application of 535 South Main LLC for signage as presented and to grant the special, second by Mrs. Dunn, discussion held, motion and second withdrawn.  New motion by Mr. Fucile to accept the application of 535 South Main LLC for signage as presented this evening and to grant the special permit, with the top of the sign to be 6 inches wide for a size of 10 ft 6 inches and the color of the posts to be black and stone planter to match 721 North Street to be added and grass to replace the stone in the front of the building, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-1, with Ms. Duddy in opposition.  
· At 7:55 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-29, Law Offices of Randolph and Peggy’s Hair Salon, 9 Memorial Parkway, for signage.  Lou Bellonfatto present.  Lettering will be beige, goosenecks will be black, and sign color will be Duronotic bronze.
· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to accept the application of Law Offices of Randolph and Peggy’s Hair Salon as presented and to grant the special permit with the gooseneck lighting in black finish, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0. Check Received.

· Mrs. Alexopoulos had to leave meeting at 8:03 pm, quorum still maintained.

· At 8:05 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-28, Sprint, 47-49 Mazzeo Drive, No applicant present due to a prior commitment.  Secretary spoke to Joe Fonzo, the representative for the Applicant on the phone and expressed the concern of the Board regarding the pylon sign.  Applicant is amenable to white background with preferably black lettering, but they would go with red lettering if the Board felt it more appropriate; they will leave it up to the discretion of the Board.  Board feels the pylon sign should match the existing red on the pylon with a white background.

· Building sign- questions as to the size of the existing Nextel sign.  Secretary spoke to the representative and he indicated the word is the same size, but the Sprint symbol is a touch bigger.  The sign lights white at night. White acrylic with day/night acrylic mesh.  Showing black during the day and white at night.  Discussion held regarding the size of the entire sign.  

· Mr. Fucile motioned to accept the application of Sprint for the building sign as presented with the “Sprint” lettering not to exceed the size of the existing Nextel sign and for the Pylon sign as amended tonight with a white background and the lettering to match the existing red color and to grant the special permit, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.  Check received.
· Letters will be sent to S & G and Altagracia Store for a meeting on June 10th, June 3rd meeting will be cancelled due to town meeting. Mr. Fucile motioned for the change in schedule and Mrs. Dunn second, voted 3-0.  

· Discussion held regarding attendance.  Members need to call Chair rather than sending email and need to call more than the day of the meeting.
