· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, May 6, 2008
· Attendance: James Burgess, Maureen Dunn, Jean Duddy. Alexandra Alexopoulos, Thomas Fucile.  Chair Duddy began meeting at 7:32 pm. 
·  Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the minutes from the April 8 & 14th, 2008 meetings, second by Ms. Duddy; voted 3-0-2 with Mrs. Alexopoulos abstaining since she was not present at the meeting April 8th and Mr. Fucile was not present at either meeting.
· At 7:33 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 21, Ocean State Job Lot, 100 Mazzeo Drive, Carol Bugbee present for the Applicant.  They are taking the space of Fabric Place in the plaza with Bob’s. Channel lettering will be red in color.  They will be replacing the tenant panel of the pylon sign as well. Chair likes the white background and red lettering, but stated that the town has been trying to keep pylon signs consistent.  Bob’s sign is currently beige and blue and black in color; Board likes the white with red better. 

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to accept as the application of Ocean State Job Lot as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0-1, with Mr. Burgess abstaining.  Mr. Burgess came during the discussion and brought up the background of the pylon sign.  The Board is comfortable and ready to deal with others challenging this decision. Check received.
· At 7:41 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 23, Extra Space Storage, 1 Randolph Road. Shawn Donovan of Viewpoint Signs and Awning and Brian Boiven present. 

· Wall mounted sign will be 6ft x 3ft high, and 13ft x 6ft wide and internally illuminated. Building and landscaping has been before the Board before, but under another company name.  Board reviewed the previously accepted proposal to see what was approved last time.  Board felt that a 15ft x 8ft sign would be okay as a maximum. Colors previously were beige and green.  Current proposal is for green and white and both colors will be lit up at night.  Everything was illuminated on the previous sign.

· The pylon sign is to be located on corner of Fuller and North Streets.  The Board previously approved North Street and Randolph Road.  Board also has concerns with Fuller and North due to neighbors.  Mr. Burgess feels the sign is too large and too high; the Applicant would be better off with a ground level sign.  Originally they proposed the sign to be 6 inches set on a 1 inch graded mound.  Cabinet is standard and can be adjusted.  Board would like the sign to be proportional.  Next size down would be 20% lower.  Sign needs to be on a mount, not on the ground.  There is a great slope that they need to contend with.  Mr. Burgess stated the Applicant was going to build rock retaining wall.  He asked if the base is white, Applicant stated could be another color; it will be made of aluminum skirting.   Phone number is fine, but the Board would eliminate the word “office.” Board would like to see a black base to help make the base disappear, white will get dirty.   May be black or match the brick color.  The base will only be about a foot in height.  Board and Applicant held further discussion on the base and the potential for it to be a natural, mullion color, made of a Duranotic material.  Mr. Donovan feels the next sign down is about a 20% difference.  Board discussed a max height.
· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of Extra Space Storage for the wall sign as presented, and for the pylon sign to have a max height to be no more than 6 ft above grade and the width no more the 8ft and the base to be the bronze, mullion style finish, the location as permitted originally in DRB 2006-26 and the phone number will be allowed on the sign, and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.  Check Received.
· At 8:05 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 27, Burke Distributing, 89 Teed Drive, Brian Hayes present for the Applicant.  The company is looking to replace the vestibule, since the existing one is old.  It will be in the same location and have a stucco EFIS finish in a champagne color, (color chart provided). There will be a bronze, aluminum finish for the doors and the railings will be black.
· Mr. Burgess feels this is a 100% improvement.  He motioned to accept the application of Burke Distributing as presented with the stipulation that the Applicant can add Burke Distributing Corporation to the front of the Vestibule and to grant the special permit for façade alterations; second by Mr. Fucile, voted 5-0. 

· At 8:13pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 22, 535 South Main LLC, Karl Wells and Mike Cohen, Signs by J present.  Applicant is looking for a pylon sign for the property of 535 South Main Street.  The top of the sign will be 3ft x 10 ft wide box. Overall the sign will be 20 ft high.  Chair asked what the location of the sign is.  It will be on the front left hand corner, if viewing property from the front with South Main Street behind you.  The sign will be 10 feet setback from the street.  The sign is within the requirements for the town, but the members feel it is too high. Discussion held as to the heights of other pylons in town that have similar number of tenants.  Previous business’ pylon sign was 22 ft.  Board doesn’t feel they have approved anything this big.  Rest of sign is 8 ft wide, only top box is 10 ft. wide.  Each panel is 2ft. x 8ft.  The Board expressed concerns as to the overall size of the sign. The owner is not sure, but he may have 6 tenants, currently he has 4 tenants.  The sign will be illuminated.  Colors will be blue and white, with black poles.  Board discussed having backhoe at different heights to show the Board what the sign’s height will be.  Board asked the height of the building, flag pole is probably a 35 foot pole.  Board discussed continuing to next meeting to give Board time to go out and see backhoe at different heights to see what Board wants to do.  
· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to continue the hearing for 535 South Main LLC until May 20th at 7:30 pm, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0, Mr. Burgess had to go to another meeting.  Board doesn’t have a problem with the color.  Applicant will set up his backhoe and members will come out to view on Saturday, May 11th at 9 am. Some members are not available and pictures will be emailed. Check received.
· At 8:30 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 24, Home Properties, Phyllis Mann and Rose Davids present.  Westwoods Apartments, 24 Bridle Path Circle.  They are replacing the existing sign on the property.  The new sign will have the same dimensions and a very similar color (Glidden Endurance Premium Latex Semi Gloss burgundy/red number DX 6077 by Boston Commons).  The top of the sign will be curved instead of a point like the existing one.  The sign will be wrapped with a maintenance free material.  The posts will be white, and the lettering will be white.   

· Mr. Fucile motioned to accept the application of Home Properties for Westwoods Apartments as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos, size will remain the same as the existing sign; voted 4-0. Check received.
· At 8:37 pm, DRB 2008- 25, Highland House, 11 Highland Glen Drive, for signage.   They are replacing the existing sign; size will be the same as existing one.  There will not be a white border what the picture shows is just space.  The sign to be Majic Diamond, hard Acrylic, enamel in a black color supported by a natural brick base.

· Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the application of Home Properties for Highland House as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0. Check received. 
· At 8:41 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008- 26, Liberty Place, 100 Liberty Street for signage.  There are 2 signs on either side of the driveway.  The signs will be the same size as the existing signs.  The only question by the Board is the number of colors, green, black, gold and white. (Valspar #28844, Premium Decorator, Enamel Latex, hunter green.)
· Motion by Mr. Fucile to accept the application of Home Properties for Liberty Place as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, with the approval of the Building Commissioner, and now this is 2 signs, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 4-0. Check received.  

· At 8:46 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-20, Integrated Dynamics Engineering, 68 Mazzeo Drive, for signage.  No applicant present.  Colors to be red and white. Colors and sizes are the same as the existing sizes.

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to accept the application of Integrated Dynamics Engineering as presented with the lettering on the Integrated Dynamics Engineering to remain the same and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.  Check received.
· Question on S&G Gas not coming before the Board.  Applicant needs to receive letter asking for them to come before the Board. Secretary will send letter.
· Also mentioned the Altagracia Store, moved sign without approval and they have a sign stating they do unit transfers.  Also the One Love Market has their windows completing covered.  Chair will talk to Building Commissioner regarding Timmy’s and the One Love Market.

· Chair asked secretary to check with ZBA Chair regarding pylon sign for Sovereign Bank.  

· Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn the meeting at 9:05 pm, second by Ms. Duddy; voted 4-0.
