· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application and grant the special permit for Woodlawn Autobody as presented this evening with the new colors, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0. 

· At 7:37 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-52, Paradise Plum, 352 North Main Street, Ian Atkinson owner present.  Business is taking the place of the Taste of Eden/One Love Restaurant.  Business is a take-out style restaurant, not sit down.  Colors are green and orange with a white background.
