· Design Review Board Meeting, Wednesday, November 5, 2008
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Alexandra Alexopoulos, Maureen Dunn, and James Burgess, Jr.; Chair Duddy began the meeting at 6:31 pm. 
· At 6:31 pm, Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the minutes from the October 21, 2008 meeting, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 4-0.
· At 6:36 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2008-22, Karl Wells, for a Pylon sign, Applicant presented blue color chip.  Mr. Burgess moved to accept the blue color submitted this evening, second by Mrs. Dunn, voted 4-0. 

· Applicant is here tonight for modifications to the building at 535 South Main Street.  There needs to be a stair modification inside the building. He wants to move the existing door and pull it straight over. There would be fake windows, vinyl siding and painted MDO board. The mullions will match the existing mullions on the windows.  The color to be a bronze/brown color.  The windows will look as if they are shaded, you won’t be able to see in.

· Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the modifications to the building at 535 South Main Street as presented tonight, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 4-0.   

· At 6:45 pm, Chair welcomed Woodlawn Autobody, Jeff Greenberg.  Owner Joanne Gibson, submitted letter stating that she has no objection to a color change of the building or to the proposed signage.  The proposed color is taupe with black trim.  The sign company will come for signage on the 18th.  The black color is in good condition.  The signage will have red, black and white and will match the building color of taupe and black.  Discussion held as to whether the black should be used for the trim.  Members feel the black and taupe don’t go well together.  Members discussed having the sign match the building colors.  Applicant considered waiting until the meeting on the 18th in order to consult with the sign maker about colors for the sign, as well as, for the building.   Building is stucco, so Board advised Applicant to consider exterior material of the building when choosing the paint color and chemical make up.  Everyone reviewed color charts to choose appropriate colors.  Applicant will come back for final approval. 

· At 7:10 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-50, Stash’s, 1160 North Main Street, Henry, Yeh present for the Applicant.  They are in the building where Legends used to be.  They are going to be a pizza place and lounge serving bar food.  The exterior is currently old brick and a blue color.  The proposed building sign will be brushed metal, the pizza and lounge is arched and will be backlit.   They are looking for 2 roof signs one in front and one on the side.  Businesses are only allowed 2 signs total.  They will loose the sign on the side in order to have a pylon sign, the sign is 93.424 inches in length   Board asked about the awnings.  They would like to have a Sunbrella fabric, black in color.  The railings in the front must be kept for handicapped safety.  Board wants to see them painted black.

· The existing pylon sign is 7ft x 8ft the proposed sign is 8ft x 8ft and will be squared off.  The pole is 156 inches with the sign added the proposed pylon will be 21 feet tall.  There are 13 feet from the bottom of the sign to the ground and 8 feet high for the sign for a total of 21 feet.  Discussion held over the height and overall size of the sign.  To match it proportional they would have to go to 6 x 6 ft.  It will be internally illuminated.  The black does not light up at night.  The only thing that lights at night is the wording, the red, black and gold don’t light up.  Applicant does have four colors, red, orange, brushed aluminum and black, and white.  “Pizza/lounge” will be illuminated from inside.   Windows remain the same.

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application and grant the special permit for Stash’s as submitted with the following change: that the pylon sign is to be 7ft x 7ft, only one roof sign will be allowed and will be in the front, the side roof sign is not permitted, the pylon sign is not to exceed the height of the current sign and the handicapped railings shall be painted black, the orange on the pylon sign is to be omitted, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0.

·  Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn at 7:34 pm, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 4-0.
