· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, October 21, 2008
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, and James Burgess, Jr.; Chair Duddy began the meeting at 7:31 pm. 
· At 7:31 pm, Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the minutes from the September 23, 2008 meeting, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.
· At 7:32 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2008-22, Karl Wells, 535 South Main Street.  Pylon sign was already approved.  He is coming back to discuss the tenants signs.  Daniel Pike of FTF Cycles and Nomad Equipment was also present.   They are presenting signage for FTF Cycles, Wells Landscaping, Nomad Automotive, and Express Care Car Wash.  Wells Landscaping sign will be Sapphire Blue and white, the blue will be darker than the blue on the roof.  The sign will just display the business name and the phone number.  The sign cabinets were previously approved for 2ft. x 2ft.  The sign is a transparent film.  The blue will be from the 3M chart.  Discussion held as to the color of the top of the pylon sign.  This color will determine the shade of the blue of the tenant signs.  The top panel was approved for 3 feet high, 10ft x 6ft.  Applicant will bring in a Lexiant chip tomorrow to show the exact blue, for approval.

· Mr. Burgess motioned to approve the verbiage and the font for the Wells Landscaping sign; it will be blue (3M chart) on a white background, second by Ms. Duddy; voted 3-0.
· The Express Car Care will be a simple sign showing the business name and phone number.  The color will be blue on white background with the font to match the Wells Landscaping.  Applicant will bring a proof tomorrow for review.  No motion until sign preview is received; Board has no issues with the presented proposal.

· Chair re-opened DRB 2008- 18, Daniel Pike presented Nomad Equipment and FTF Cycles. FTF Cycles will be the same blue as the Wells Landscaping and the Nomad Equipment is proposed to be green and white and yellow.   Mr. Burgess likes the black and blue of the FTF Cycles sign.  Discussion held about changing the other signs to be blue, black and white or to green, white and black.  The Board stressed that they have consistently kept pylon tenant signs the same colors, no matter the company logo.   Applicant was hoping to give some color contrast to distinguish his store from other businesses and to be visible to those driving by.
· Mr. Burgess motioned to approve the font and style of the FTF sign as presented this evening colors to be determined, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0. 

· Nomad Equipment- the Board suggested the Applicant outline the shamrock on his sign in black instead of filling it in green.  He doesn’t currently have a building sign.  Applicant would like the sign to be symmetrical so that the sign facing north mirrors the sign facing south.  The name would be inside towards the building and the description towards the street.  For the Nomad lettering the background would be white with black or blue outlining.  Applicant would leave any text already black the same, possibly remove the shamrock.  Board feels the underlining makes it pop more than filling it in green.  They would stick with the black for the numbering.  Board also suggested he keep the shamrock and outline it in black.  

· Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the pylon sign for Nomad Equipment with everything green going to blue, except the shamrock to be white trimmed with black and the tools to be black and then Nomad to be allowed to be outlined in black, blue to be determined (to match the other blue in the sign), second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.    
· Board cautioned the Applicants to coordinate the shades of blue so they match and are the same.    

· Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn at 8:22 pm, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.
