· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, January 27, 2009
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, Thomas Fucile, and James Burgess; Chair Duddy began the meeting at 7:33 pm. 
· At 7:33 pm, Mr. Fucile motioned to accept the minutes from the January 6, 2009 meeting, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0.
· At 7:34 pm, DRB 2008-47, A Cut Beyond, 51 Mazzeo Drive. George Dominico present.  Applicant was asked to come in since the pylon sign that is up was not approved and he didn’t pay the fee.  He stated that the sign guy put it in as black and white.  He has already called the sign guy and it will be fixed.  Applicant will contact secretary to let the Board know when the sign will be replaced.  Applicant presented a check for $50.  

· At 7:38 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009-1, Dental Specialties, 950 North Main Street, Kevin Reilly and Dr. Robert Emami present.  The building is the one between, Ihop and the car wash, set back of the road.  There are now a number of easements on the property.  They are looking for a new sign for the island on lot A.  The colors will be a tan with green similar to the town offices sign.  They propose the sign to be about 61 inches x 143 inches (a little more than 5 x 12).  The existing sign is about 5 feet.  The new sign will be shorter, but wider.  The island with the new sign will be mulched; they don’t have the right to do any landscaping.   There are no other signs on the island.  The island is at least 30 feet long and about 20-25 feet wide.  The proposed sign will be perpendicular to the street and can be read on both sides.   The Board would like to compare it to the Sovereign Bank sign previously approved.  There are six other tenants in the building that will have space on the sign.  It will be internally lit where the tenant names and Dental Specialties are.  Discussion held regarding the size, coloring and illumination of the sign.  The background will be green with the lettering a beige color.  The Board wants to know if the lettering itself, the names, will be the only part lit.  Confirmation made that the top will be lit (Dental Specialties), the entire sign for the tenant panels will be lit up.  The box construction is aluminum.  The Board is concerned by the width of the sign and would like to see it decreased.  Mr. Reilly doesn’t feel it will look out of place given its location and the fact that it is a lower sign in height.  Applicant doesn’t feel the address will be lit up.  The sign has a base of 18 inches deep.  The Board has concern for the area; there are currently several vacancies in the area that will have to come before the Board for approval.  The Board is concerned about the size of the sign.  They would like to see other versions of the sign if they cut 2 feet off the width.  They would like to see how this will affect the overall dimension.  The Board would also like to see the color chips.  The Board wants to ensure that this sign is proper for the area since they are the first to come before the Board in this district and they want it to look good for the Applicant as well.  

· The Board would like to see more information on the area, the sign and color chips.  The Applicant will get more dimension information and material information.  The Board would like to see the address lit as well.  They would also like to know what the landscaping is going to be.   
· Mr. Burgess motioned to continue the hearing until 7:30 pm on February 10, 2009, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0.

· At 8:15 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009- 2, Elite Envelope, 280 Pond Street for signage.  Scott Cashman present for the Applicant.  The existing sign is going to be used with new panels indicating Elite Envelope.  The second sign will be on Pacella Park, is an existing directional sign.  They are also going to use this as well, only replacing with Elite Envelope information.  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application for Elite Envelope as presented and to grant the special permit, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.  

· At 8:20 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009-3, G & G Fuel, Inc., 3 Pond Street, Willie Glover present.   Applicant is renting 3 Pond Street and wants to hang a sign for their business.  The sign is not internally illuminated.  The building has already been approved for specific colors.  Applicant brought color chips with him and presented to the Board.  He is also considering a sticker for the widow in blue indicating the oil special of the day.  The Board discussed the colors for the sign, orange and blue.  The Board likes the blue and white, but not the orange.  This sign is only visible on the Pond Street side, not the North Main Street.  The Board discussed allowing alternative colors since the sign is separate from the others and on another street.  Applicant believes the sign is 3 ft x 8 ft.  Board viewed sign of another applicant in the building to verify the size.  Discussion held about the colors.  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to approve the application of G & G Fuel, Inc. for a sign 36 inches by 8 feet wide as presented, with the following change that the orange background on “sales, services, installation,” shall be blue.   Window signage, as presented with the following, an emblem of a boy in blue and black, and the signage shall say “Today’s oil specials,” second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.  
· Mr. Reilly came back to inform the Board that Dr. Barbarti has a sign with a metal case that the Board can review for a metal sign.  

· Mr. Burgess spoke to Vivi Nails, Brian Dao.  He explained to him that the pylon sign is different than what the Board approved.  He also mentioned the neon lights that are on all night.  He also mentioned the banner that is still up.  Board wants to send a letter regarding the pylon sign. Mr. Burgess did indicate to him to take pictures of what is there and come before the Board.  

· Mrs. Dunn wants a letter sent to Tad Bonvie regarding Timmy Nails and their banners and signage.  Mr. Bonvie indicated that they would have Timmy Nails comply with the signage bylaws.  They would like both Timmy and Tad Bonvie to appear.
· Mr. Burgess wants a sign sent to Sovereign Bank regarding the problem with the ground cover, asking them to tell the Board how they are replacing it.  Is it with being replaced with grass or another ground cover or bushes. 

· Chair would like to set a date that is appropriate for A Cut Beyond to replace their pylon sign.  Board would like to give them until the end of March (two months).  Secretary will let him know.

· Mr. Burgess spoke of the 246 South Main Street, Autotuner.  He has been trying to come up with ideas for the exterior of the building.  Mr. Burgess tried to compare it with the Champa building.  He would do white coins, with a green stucco at the top.  Mr. Burgess suggested having the applicant painting one side grey all the way down and stuccoing the other side with a grey color.  Board discussed their thoughts of Mr. Burgess’ plan.  Secretary will contact the Applicant and show him the proposal.
· Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn at 9:05 pm, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
