· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, May 19, 2009
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, Thomas Fucile and James Burgess, Jr.; Mrs. Dunn began the meeting at 7:30 pm.  
· At 7:31 pm, Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the minutes from the April 28, 2009 meeting, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 2-0-1 with Mr. Fucile abstaining since he was not present at the meeting.  
· At 7:34 pm, Vice-Chair opened DRB 2009- 15, Jiten Hotels- Comfort Inn, 1374 North Main Street. Steve Town, National Sign, Devesh Karani, General Manager present; Owner is Nayan Patel.  The Applicant is re-facing the existing box sign for the Holiday Inn with the Comfort Inn Sign.  They are removing the letter from the building for Holiday Inn (they scratch and paint).  The sign is internally illuminated.  The blue is subtler and opaque than appears. The white and the symbol are highlighted.  The box itself will be painted black.  They will be removing the illegal banner.  The members explained the bylaws pertaining to the banners.  They will remove the banner for the Comedy Stop and put the information onto the marquee.  The pylon sign will be somewhat smaller than what is there now.  The blue will be lit, but it is not a strong blue.  Members have concerns about the size of the sign on the building.  They want to make sure the old signage is completely removed.  The sign is 108 sq. ft. the previous sign was about 9 feet.  Discussion held about the size of the signs, both the building and the pylon.   Members also asked about the lighting of the pylon sign.  The sign company can make it so the logo and the name shine through and the blue does not.  They can also put in a diffuser to tone down the blue color.  Chair arrived at 7:44 pm; Vice-Chair continued the meeting, the Chair reopened the hearing at 7:44 pm.   Mr. Burgess reviewed the bylaws for the Blue River Highway District and signage.  Members suggested the Applicant look at the pylon sign across the street from them.  The white lettering on the sign lights up, but not the green coloring on the sign.  Members would like to see a redesigned sign at 140 sq. ft. placed on the building, before approving.  They also would like the Applicant to check with the owner about the pylon sign.   Members suggested color chip 294 instead.  Steve can bring in a piece of Lexan.  Members can drive by the one in Rockland for a better picture.  
· Mrs. Duddy motioned to continue the hearing for Jiten Hotels- Comfort Inn until June 9th at 7:30 pm, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 4-0.  Applicant will bring in piece of Lexan and they will bring in picture of signs at a bigger size.  

· At 7: 59 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009-13, D & M Auto, 289 South Main Street, for signage.  Mary Chan present.  Mr. Burgess reviewed the ZBA decision for this case.  Mr. Burgess explained that this property is not approved for a convenience store.  They can only do automotive repairs and have a gas station.  Mr. Burgess explained that the DRB cannot approve any signage other than spelled out in the ZBA decision.  The Applicant needs to go to the ZBA for any changes.   Applicant will check with the Building Department tomorrow.  Mr. Burgess will talk to Mr. Fabrizio as well.  Applicant is under the impression that they have permission to sell things other than bread and milk.  Applicant will also check with Getty to see if they are aware of this issue.  Discussion held over what is allowed and approved and what they DRB can do. 

· Since the signage contains the wording convenience store or implying a convenience store, the DRB cannot approve the signage, the ZBA would have to approve the signage, not the DRB.   Members explained the situation to the Applicant.  
· Mrs. Dunn motioned to continue the hearing of D & M Auto until June 9th, at 7:45 pm, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.

· At 8:20 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009- 14, Exercise Rx Physical Therapy, 15 Pacella Park Drive, Jeremy Hudson co-owner present.  They are looking to put up a sign at the end of Pacella Park Drive directing people to their business until the pylon sign is put up.  Sign is three colors; a grey background, with black and blue lettering.

·  Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of Exercise Rx Physical Therapy as presented and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.  Check received.
· At 8:28 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2008-54, Auto Tuner, 146 South Main Street, Gary Watt present.   Mr. Burgess was supposed to meet with the Applicant to review the project before coming to the meeting this evening.  Applicant is looking to use a clapboard type material for the building.  The columns will remain the same.    Mr. Burgess discussed options with the Applicant, noting there are not many.   Members mentioned that the sign doesn’t match the building.  Members looked at the color chart to try to match the building color to the sign colors.  Discussion held about grey and blue tones to compliment the sign and to help it stand out.  The sign will be placed on the building.  
· Discussion held about the color of the bumper stops.  Applicant is proposing an aluminum color to match the aluminum around the window.  Members suggested having standard concrete stops that you find in most places.  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application for Auto Tuner and grant the special permit with the body of the building to be from the Glidden Evermore Chart, color to be Old Monterey, the trim color from the same chart, color to be Mystery Sound, the side and the back to be painted the Old Monterey color as well, the bumper stops will be concrete, and the new signage as presented tonight; second by Mr. Fucile; voted 3-0-1 of those members present with Mrs. Dunn in abstention.

· The Tabernacle Choir Church, sign near the William and Kenneth Store, the sign is displayed near their sign and is about to encroach their signage.  Chair will contact the Secretary with information to send a letter to George Fabrizio asking for removal and sending the group to the DRB.
· Send MetroPCS a letter looking for a financial reimbursement or replacement of the tree for breaking the tree while installing their signage.  Financial reimbursement will be used to purchase a tree(s) for a different location in Town.
· Place the medical building at 999 North Street under old business regarding the trees and signage.

· Meeting adjourned at 9:10 pm, Mrs. Dunn and Mr. Fucile.
