· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, October 27, 2009
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, and James F. Burgess, Jr., Ms. Duddy began the meeting at 7:30 pm.  
· At 7:30 pm, Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the minutes from the October 6, 2009, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0. Mrs. Alexopoulos will not be present since she is attending a funeral/wake. 

· At 7:31 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2009-26, Saigon Market, 1112 North Main Street, for signage.  Lily Do and Mary from Art Studio present.  The Applicant presented two new versions of the Pylon sign this evening.  They checked with the painter and they can not change the roof color until the temperature goes over 60 degrees.  So the Applicant wants to wait until spring and re-paint the roof at that time.   One potential sign has a back- ground of blue with red and white lettering.  The other option has a white background with red and blue lettering (lettering will be vinyl).   The Applicant brought in a sample of the roof color, which is currently a dark green.  The color shades in both the building and pylon signs will be matching.  The Red will be Acrylite, number FF205HG, Blue is ICS Avery Graphics, bright blue number A6567T.  Discussion held over the color of the roof.  The Applicant does not have a preference.  The Board feels that a grey/black color would go well with the building sign.  Roof color is Behr Premium Plus, Platinum Grey PPF-449.
· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application for Saigon Market and to grant the special permit with the pylon sign and roof sign as presented tonight.  The pylon sign with the white background with “Saigon Market” in red lettering (shade mentioned above) and the other lettering to be blue (shade mentioned above).  The stripe on the building will be painted white to match existing color; the roof color will be Platinum Grey (shade mentioned above), second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.
· At 7:48 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009-27, Randolph Auto Clinic, 410 South Street, for signage.  Khaled Grainawi present.  Applicant has moved his business location and would like to put up a sign at the new location.  He has decided to just use his existing sign in the new location.  There was a fire earlier in the year at his old location and he has found a new location.  The sign is 12 feet by 20 inches.  He has three bays that the sign will go across.  They will have a sign that looks like an inspection sticker, (state law).  The inspection sticker sign will go to the right of the middle bay, the size is 32ft x 38ft. The Applicant wants to advertise with a banner that they do commercial inspections; they are only the second business in Town that does this.  The Board explained that banners are only temporary for 30 days.  Discussion by the Board about having a permanent sign indicating the commercial inspections.  Applicant also asked about having a sandwich board sign on the street indicating the month due for inspection.  He believes that these signs are required by the State Registry.  Board will need to check with Counsel to see what is required.    Applicant wants to use the existing sign centered over the left bay door. The colors are the same.  “Mass State Inspection” is the wording for the other sign and would have to be centered over the other two bays to the right.  Discussion held over the size of the signs and their placement on the building.   
· Mr. Burgess motioned to allow the applicant to move the signs from the existing location on Union Street to the new location on South Street above two bays.  Motion failed, no second.  Ms. Duddy motioned to allow the applicant to install the existing signs above the bays as a temporary banner.  Other members stated that this is not under the DRB’s jurisdiction.   Motion failed, no second.  Mrs. Dunn motioned to continue the hearing until the Nov. 10th meeting at 7:35pm, second by Mr. Burgess, voted 3-0.       
· At 8:35 pm, Chair re-opened discussion on DRB 2009-1, Dental Specialties.  The new sign has gone up, but members feel it is not what was approved.   Chair believed that there was nothing to be under the sign.  Discussion held over the plans presented, and approved and what has been put in place.  Mrs. Dunn requests that the Board invite Dental Specialties back to discuss the height of the sign installed.  Mr. Burgess requests a copy of the building permit issued.
· Letter received from George Fabrizio informing the Board that he has asked the business owner at 875 North Main Street to remove his sign because he is in violation of the Town Bylaws.
· Letter received from George Fabrizio Re: Five Guys Burgers and Fries.   Discussion held over the status of signage at Five Guys.       
· Mrs. Dunn motioned for the meeting to adjourn at 8:46 pm, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.
