· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, September 22, 2009
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Alexandra Alexopoulos, Maureen Dunn, Thomas Fucile and James F. Burgess, Jr., Ms. Duddy began the meeting at 7:30 pm.  
· At 7:30 pm, Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the minutes from the August 25, 2009 meeting with the change in paragraph 6, to now read “Item 2- Zoning Bylaws, Relative to Buffers-“ second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
· At 7:31pm, Chair opened DRB 2009-24, Public Storage, 87 Warren Street, Richard Bencivenga, Director of Project Manager for Tao and Frank Caccuro, Director of Construction for Public Storage.  Applicant is looking to increase their street presence.  They are going to clad the end of the building with stucco and add windows and new signage.  The striping on the top will remain the same colors that are there; the stucco on the bottom will be a dark color. The striping is 12 inches in height.  Mr. Burgess noted that the location comes under a special variance.  The Board believes that the Applicant is increasing the footprint of the building, but they ensure the board this is not the case.   The square footage of the building is limited.  The colors are limited to Earthtones.  The Board believes the height is going to change.  Questions arose as to the current color of the doors.  Many of the doors have been painted the Cobblestone color from the Sherwin Williams chart.  The signage has to be externally lit because of the district the business is in.  Applicant has no problem installing gooseneck lighting.  Questions arose as to the size of the proposed sign for the building.  The existing sign is 3.5 x 8 feet.  Mr. Burgess explained that the building has to comply with the new zoning changes for the Crawford Square Business District.  Applicant can scale down the size of the sign.  Discussion also arose about the colors.  Chair asked about the length of the building.  Members are trying to ensure that the Applicant is adhering to the variance set in 1989.  The stripes are only going to be on three sides of the building.   
· The sign has to be externally illuminated.  The size would be a 2 inch box with goosenecks.  Applicant will use whatever style and color the Board wants. 
· Chair mentioned that they have not recently approved any box style businesses, most have been colonial style buildings. Members pointed out several businesses in the area of this building that were not allowed to be the traditional styles for corporations (for example McDonald’s).  They would like to see more architectural buildings.  They want the business to stand out, but to be more architectural.  There will be 450 foot frontage.  The gable roof will still be on the side.  The doors will be beige.  The office will remain the same.  

· Looking at the north elevation plan, the top piece is hollow and just a façade from 2 sides.  Applicant has no problem changing the colors of the doors and the size of the sign, however, they would like to see the shape of the building remain.    

· Mr. Burgess asked that the Applicant look at the Extra Space Storage building on North Street.  He also would like to see a resized sign.  The Applicant will come up with some new plans and come back.  Questions arose about landscaping.  Mr. Burgess noted that the only issue was the trees that had been removed which has been rectified.  

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to continue the hearing for Public Storage until October 6th at 7:31 pm, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 5-0.

· At 8:15 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009- 25, George Miller, 53 South Main Street, Signage.  George Miller present.   He wants to add a sign to the existing pylon sign.  The colors are white, black with a little bit of gold.  Swatch of gold color was provided.  Existing sign colors are black and white.  Members asked why the Applicant is reversing the color scheme of the existing sign.  The Applicant wants the sign to stick out because it is a separate entity and different type of business.  There will be 2 feet between the sign and the ground.   They are removing the bottom 3 existing signs to put in the proposed sign.  The overall size is not changing.  

· Members noted they like that the sign is simple with as little wordage as possible.  Some members don’t necessarily have a problem with the reverse of the white and black.  This is the last sign on the pylon.  The sign is wood with vinyl lettering.   
· Ms. Duddy recommended the Applicant look around the Town at other pylons that have reversals and offer other options.

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to continue the hearing for George Miller until October 6th at 7:45 pm, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 5-0. Check received.  

· At 8:41pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2009-11, Five Guys Burgers and Fries, 23 Warren Street.  No applicant is coming.  Chair wanted to discuss the placing of a fence on the top of the new brick wall around the outside patio.  It currently looks very barren and unfinished, but the Chair would like to wait until the spring to see what the plantings look like in the space.  Mrs. Alexopoulos suggested using concrete urns with small shrubs creating a virtual wall.   Mr. Burgess stated that sitting at the tables he felt that if something was on the brick wall, it would make the patrons feel like they are in jail.  He has no problem waiting until the planting season when things have had time to bloom.  All members agree on waiting to see what happens.  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to amended DRB 2009-11, Five Guys Burgers and Fries to hold on the fencing until after the plantings are added in 2010, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.  

· Mr. Burgess spoke to Mr. Fabrizio about the Settles Glass building being painted without coming to the Board.  Letter is going out tomorrow to the owner.  

· Discussion held about the styles of buildings coming into town and whether or not they are having everything look the same.    

· Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:58 pm, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 5-0.
