· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, April 20, 2010
· Attendance: Alexandra Alexopoulos, James F. Burgess, Jr. and Jean Duddy.  Mr. Burgess opened the meeting at 7:37 pm.  
· At 7:37 pm, Ms. Duddy motioned to accept the minutes of April 20, 2010, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 3-0.
· At 7:37 pm, Mr. Burgess re-opened DRB 2010-5, Dollar Depot, 96 North Main Street for signage.  Mr. Jian Gao present for the Applicant.  The Applicant has changed the name to Super Depot and removed the 99$ from the awning.  The awning will be the same color as the existing, the material is Cooley Bright because it is backlit, and is the same as what is there now, is a vinyl material not Sunbrella.  Ms. Duddy asked if there was a wall added on the inside that is now covering the windows.  Mr. Gao is not sure; he will pass the Board’s concerns along to the Applicant.  No vinyl lettering will be placed in the window.  Mr. Burgess explained the bylaw about window coverage.  Mr. Gao thinks it is just temporary for the construction.  Applicant hopes to go with the Yellow and White for the lettering, members prefer the all White, but have no problems with the Yellow and White.  The Board feels the awning should be consistent with the other businesses Awnings already in place.  The building sign and vinyl awning will be the existing blue, with the “Super” being Yellow and the “Depot” being White.
· Pylon sign will match the exiting blue on the other signs. 

· Ms. Duddy motioned to accept the Application of Super Depot and to grant the special permit for signage with the awning to have the word “Super” in Yellow and the word “Depot” to be White, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 3-0.  

· At 7:45 pm, Mr. Burgess opened DRB 2010-7, Meineke Car Care Center, 397 North Main Street for signage. Charles Sterling, applicant was present.  He will be renting the property from Mr. Whynot.  Mr. Burgess asked the applicant for additional copies of his pictures, but he did not have them.  Mr. Burgess asked for clarification of what the signs are going to look like and where they are going.  There is a spot off of Roel Street that meets the 10 foot setback requirement.  The height of the sign will be 9 ft. tall; which is taller than the fence, but shorter than the building.  The sign cabinet is 8 ft. wide, but 9 feet tall.  Members don’t think the sign will look right.  Applicant is taking existing signs from a previous location; these signs are not new.  Mrs. Alexopoulos informed the Applicant that she is in the automotive business, not muffler business, but automotive, so she excused herself from voting.   

· Mr. Burgess pointed out sign bylaws the Applicant needs to review.  Including the hours the pole sign can be lit, how many colors are allowed, the sizes and number of the building signs, (Applicant can go to the ZBA if necessary), the number and size of the pole sign, where they can be placed and how they can be lit, (a single-pole sign can be 30 feet max, but given the area, the Board will be conservative; a double-pole sign can be no higher than 10 feet and is internally illuminated).  He also explained the Board will need the measurements of the property so they can determine where the pole sign can go.   Members suggested forgetting the pole sign since it doesn’t appear there is room, and suggest having someone build a box to attach to the building to hold the sign.  The Board will work with him to get the signage done.   Applicant is keeping the existing blue awnings.  Mr. Burgess noted that the Board has always been pleased with the upkeep of this property and hopes it will continue.  Mr. Burgess suggested that the Applicant have gooseneck lighting to illuminate his building sign.  Mr. Burgess told the Applicant to call him with any questions.
· Applicant will bring in revisions as soon as possible for secretary to get to Board prior to next meeting on May 4th.

· Ms. Duddy motioned to continue the hearing for Meineke Car Care Center until May 4th at 7:30 pm, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 3-0.  

· Chair Duddy asked the Secretary to hold on sending out any letters at this point.

· Mrs. Alexopoulos talked to ALLCANEAT about their dumpster and it is not staying where the Board thought.

· Mr. Burgess motioned to adjourn at 8:09 pm, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; vote 3-0.
