· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, January 26, 2010
· Attendance: Maureen Dunn, Alexandra Alexopoulos, Thomas Fucile and James F. Burgess Jr., Mrs. Dunn began the meeting at 7:31 pm.  
· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept minutes from January 5, 2010, with the addition of the color of the awning for ALLCANEAT Foods, Ltd. second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 4-0.

· At 7:32 pm, Acting Chair Dunn re-opened DRB 2009- 29, Star Tax Services, Eric Karnuah present for the Applicant.  Applicant had class this evening and could not attend.  Proposed Brown color of the sign to match the existing shade of Brown on the other signs, the sign also includes White and Gold.  Discussion held as to which plan the Applicant is submitting.  Board prefers the design with the Brown background over the White background in order to match the other signs already there.  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of Star Tax Services for signage and to grant the special permit for the new design, with the new sizes and graphics as presented tonight, with the exception of having a Brown background, with White, vinyl lettering and Yellow, vinyl stars on the plan stating revised 1/20, it will be up to the Building Inspector to determine if the height of the sign is up to code, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 4-0.  Applicant owes fee.
· At 7:45 pm, Acting Chair Dunn opened, DRB 2010-2, Getty Petroleum Marketing, Inc, 289 South Main Street, for signage.  David Kelly of Core Estates present for the Applicant.  The existing Luke Oil is transferring to a BP instead.  They are looking to change the building, canopy, dispenser and the pylon.
· Building- Applicant will remove the awning, the building will be painted BP Pearl, a Green ban will be installed with graphic. The sign is a little larger than what is there now.  The banner will not be illuminated
· Pylon- will be painted. It is a 19 square foot face that will be internally illuminated.  Applicant wanted to have the LED digital, price panel.  The only part of the cabinet is the Beige color. 
· Canopy- the canopy will be flattened with new aluminum fascia, with the same colors as the building, the Green sticker will be applied to three sides of the canopy.  The canopy looks three dimensional, but is flat, and will not light up.  Internally illuminated Helios will be installed on three of the fascia on the canopy.  Clearance signs will also be installed.

· Pumps-all Luke Oil signage will be removed and BP will be installed.

· Some paining will be done to brighten up other parts of the lot. 

· Board asked if the Green will wrap around the entire building, but they were told it will only wrap around the front.  The Board liked the logo on the Pylon.

· The LED price sign is at question in the Town.  The Board explained the issue in Town at the present.  The Board discussed what their options are this evening since the Building Commissioner and Town lawyer have ruled on the last 2 applicants that these price signs are considered technology not a moveable sign.  The Board will have to go back and revisit some issues and revise the bylaws.

· The Board mentioned this is a residential, non-conforming lot.  Board is not familiar with the ZBA ruling and how it will be affected by this presentation.  They want to make sure they are not overruling any ZBA decisions.   
· The Applicant is not painting the fence, just the light poles and things like that.  There are no landscaping changes.

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of Getty Petroleum and to grant the special permit as presented, second by Mr. Fucile, under discussion, Applicant was well prepared and the changes should brighten and soften the property; voted 3-0-1 with Mrs. Alexopoulos in abstention. Fee received.
· At 8:10 pm, Acting Chair Dunn opened DRB 2010-3, Top Notch Caribbean Cuisine, Ian Atkinson present.  The Applicant has changed the name of his restaurant and is coming for a sign with the new name.  There are three colors for the sign, Blue, White and Burgundy Red. The Board asked the Applicant why he didn’t come in before he put the sign up since he has been in twice before.   Board also reminded the Applicant that the window signage can only take up 30% of the window.  The area is clean now, but they don’t want to see it get back to where it was.   

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to accept the application of Top Notch as presented for signage and to grant the special permit, second by Mr. Fucile voted 4-0.  Fee received.
· Secretary has not heard from Saigon Market, Shell or Sovereign.  Public Storage is no longer pursuing work in Randolph.  Work Out World is coming to the next meeting.   
· Secretary will try to get payments for Five Guys, Shell, D&M Auto and Star Tax Services.

· Chair Duddy received a call about 1191 North Main Street regarding 2nd floor signage.  The tenant was told that they cannot put up a sign.  Board discussed past applicants and what decisions were made for the property.  Board doesn’t see anything in the minutes stating that 2nd floor signage is not allowed.  Applicant needs to apply and the Board can then make a decision.   

· Mr. Burgess motioned to close the hearing for DRB 2009-24, Public Storage due to no action, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.

· Mr. Burgess motioned to close DRB 2009- 29, Shell, most of the work has been completed, but they have not come back to the Bard, second by  Mr. Fucile, 3-0-1, 

· If D& M Auto is still open, Mr. Burgess motioned to close due to no action, second by Mr. Fucile; vote 3-0-1 with Mrs. Alexopoulos in abstention.  Secretary will also check to see if AXP is closed as well.
· Mr. Burgess read a letter from George Fabrizio, Building Inspector, to Chair Duddy into the record regarding operations of his office and the Design Review Board.  Mr. Burgess saw the letter and spoke to Mr. Fabrizio about the role of the Design Review Board.   Chair Duddy had concerns over the letter, and spoke to David Murphy, Town Manager.  Mr. Burgess believes that this Board, along with other permitting boards will be consolidated to streamline the permitting process.  Potential process was discussed briefly.  Site Plan Review is also a potential board that DRB may be consolidated with.  Policies and procedures and design guidelines are a potential in the future and the DRB may be asked to set them.  The Design Review Board needs to improve the process for applying, as well as, get their name out there.  One suggestion was contacting the applicant to head off problems before the meeting.  The Board needs to figure out what their role is in Town.  The Board would like to meet with Mr. Fabrizio and Mr. Murphy.  The Board feels they need to sit down on an off night with a map and review all things done in particular districts, prior to this meeting.  

· Secretary will send letter to Mr. Murphy and Mr. Fabrizio requesting a meeting, but prior to this meeting the Board needs to meet and come up with plans and ideas for the future of the Board and the bylaws of the Town.      
· Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn the meeting at 9:05 pm, second by Mr. Fucile; voted 4-0.
