· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, January 5, 2010
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, Alexandra Alexopoulos, Thomas Fucile and James F. Burgess Jr., Mrs. Dunn began the meeting at 7:40 pm.  
· At 7:32 pm, Mr. Fucile motioned to accept the minutes from December 1, 2009, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 4-0-1, with Mrs. Alexopoulos in abstention since she was not in attendance.
· At 7:33 pm, Chair opened DRB 2010-1, ALLCANEAT Foods, Ltd., Manuel Escobar, Architect, George Moufarrej, Douglas Obey, and Diane Sterrette present.  The business provides gluten free foods.  There are several phases to this project; they are currently in the first phase.  They are not adding to the building, and they note the property is zoned for business.  The first phase is for the retail store in the front of the building.  It needs to be brought up to code.  They had to start prior to coming to the Board, due to weather and needing to get the concrete poured.  The building structure is wood.  The front will be retail and a small café.  There will be handicap accessibility and they will only have 15-20 seat capacity.  The Applicant is planning to change the outside of the building as far as the texture is concerned.  They are using a Brickmaster type stucco or rock.  The building color will be light tan.  The store front will be dark aluminum with a darker trim.  There will be a blue canopy to match the logo that wraps around the outside.  Mr. Burgess noted that the building signage needs to be externally illuminated with either goosenecks facing down or an up light.  The pylon sign can be illuminated.  The sign on the back of the building would not be seen and they think it should be moved.  The Board noted that the Applicant is allowed to use directional signage.  The Board explained that awnings need to be straight, they no longer allow round awnings in Town.  The Applicant stated that they are using what is already in place.  The Board further explained that the bylaws have changed and the existing canopy is no longer allowed.  Discussion held over the type of canopy allowed in Town.  The Board allows vinyl material, like a fabric, umbrella type canopy.  The Board suggested awnings around Town for the Applicant to view.  Mrs. Dunn asked about the café and if they plan to have a few outdoor tables or seating for warmer months.  There is enough room to have a few small tables and chairs, but the Applicant is not sure that they want to get into that since they would have to increase their seating capacity, thus creating more for them to renovate.  They may consider this in the future.

· The railings to be use on the ramp are a bronze finish, almost black, with the mullions the same color.  The windows are currently clear, with the grids to be installed later.  The snap in grids will be an overlay and not in between the windows.  The trim and the moldings will be an Oyster White color, including the moldings.  

· The Applicant is no longer changing the old side of the building.  They were originally looking to paint it; someone had suggested painting a false window.  They are thinking of doing an Epher System effect using Option A presented this evening, but they don’t want to do this right now.  The Board suggests getting approval now and then doing the work when they can, so they don’t have to come back again.  People in Town have suggested the building looks like a box (the warehouse) and to break it up they would like to see some fake windows.  The Applicant suggested putting in some trees to break it up.  Maybe a tall, thin tree or trees like Arborvitae or Evergreens.  They would even consider installing actual windows, on part of the building depending on the finances. 
· Mrs. Alexopoulos asked for clarification of the wall being discussed, is it the retail part or the manufacturing part.  It is the front facing part of the commercial building.  She is concerned that the Board is asking the Applicant to incur such a cost for a minimal number of people seeing it.  The Board discussed which part of the building they are looking at and came to a consensus.  Many members like the idea of some greenery against the building.  

· The old loading dock is no longer being used; it will be a consumer entrance now. The loading will be done in the back.  The doors will match the mullions.

Signage-

· The third sign on the warehouse is going to be eliminated. 
· The Chair noted the bylaws only allow three colors, the presentation has more.  Board members do not have any problems with the sign, but the Building Commissioner may deny it based on the number of colors.  The sign on the front and the sign on the canopy will be the same blue.  Shades may be off due to different fabric/material.  Applicant will contact Board with the exact color shades.  
· Building sign will be 6 x 5 even though it won’t be illuminated.  There are currently recessed can lights that will remain on the building under the awning.  The stone on the front façade will stay; the small amount of red brick on the side will be painted over.  There will be no other red brick on the building.
Landscaping-
· Some things are up in the air, due to finances.  Some Members feel the Applicant should wait in case they change their mind while doing the building or find they can’t do something they want to.  There are currently some planters in place.  They plan to add to the area and put some Evergreens in them (heavy duty, concrete planters containing Evergreens near the handicap ramp.).  The Applicant wants to have a good image and want to make the property look nice.  
· Mr. Burgess noted that the Town will be doing underground utilities in their area, and he wants them to keep this in the back of their minds as they are doing work.  Applicant thinks the utilities are already underground.  Discussion held to clarify what the Board is saying and what the Town is planning to do.  Applicant is responsible to go from the building to the ground or new pole in back.  Looking at five years from now for the project to reach this part of Town.

· Detention/retention basins- Information needs to be included with the landscape plan if the plan to do anything.  The basins have not been maintained and the Applicant needs to address the issue so as to not have bugs in the spring.
· Mr. Burgess motioned to grant the special permit to ALLCANEAT Foods, Ltd. And to grant the special permit to allow the facade improvements on the front of the building as presented with the exception of the awning; an awning will be allowed but it needs to be a traditional canopy with (it will be Marine Grade) Sunbrella fabric in Mediterranean Blue color (PMS #288C for the Blue, PMS #485C for the Red, and PMS #872C for the Gold); the side elevation of the old building shall be allowed to be painted the color as presented with real or foe windows to be placed as in Option A, but the windows shall match the front of the building (containing the grids); the signage shall be as presented and the signage on the side of the building is not being allowed with the note the building sign shall be externally illuminated; if the lights will be visible the Applicant will send a picture to the Board for the record; the railings, windows, and doors will be the dark bronze color.  The landscape plan shall be presented to the Board at a future date in 2010, but will be consider part of the original filing and no additional fee will be needed, second by Mrs. Dunn; no discussion, voted 5-0.
· Letters sent by the secretary were discussed. Letters were sent to Top Notch, Work Out World, Saigon Market, Shell Gas Station and Sovereign Bank.
· Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn at 8:45 pm, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 5-0.
