· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, June 22, 2010
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Alexandra Alexopoulos, Maureen Dunn, and James F. Burgess, Jr.  Ms. Duddy opened the meeting at 7:30 pm.  
· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the minutes from May 25, 2010, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0. 

· Mr. Burgess motioned to take DEMKO out of order.  At 7:32 pm, Chair opened DRB 2010-8, DEMKO Collision Center, 725 South Main Street, Mike Cohen of Signs by J present for the Applicant.  They would like to refinish the existing pylon sign and change the building sign.  The proposed colors are Oyster #26 and Orange.  The existing pylon sign is 3¼ inch MDM wood with vinyl lettering.   The building color is a bronze/brown color.  The building sign is proportional to the building and will be setback off the road.  They are getting rid of one of the signs.   The Board is concerned over the signs orange color.  Discussion held over the colors and different shades of those colors.  Mr. Burgess asked how the signs on the bottom of the existing pylon sign are attached and how they will affect this sign.   Tangerine #84 was substituted for Orange.

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of DEMKO Collision Center and to grant the special permit for the building sign as presented, 30 ft. by 4 ft. with the colors of Tangerine #84 and Oyster #26; and the pylon sign to be 30 ft. by 8ft. with the colors as presented; the lower sign on the pylon will be centered with any other signage requiring approval and they will remove the Dave’s Autobody sign from the building, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.  
· At 7:47 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2009-18, Sunnyside Café, 866 North Main Street, signage modification.  The Applicant, Vasilios Apazidis present.  He is looking to change his existing pylon to include a memo board at the bottom.  He has already been given approval by the Building Inspector and the sign is up already.  He wants to list the specials on the bottom.  
· Mrs. Alexopoulos arrived at 7:49 pm.  Members like the sign, but the business name is no longer visible from the street, you can only see the message board.   Board had questions about the existing sign having tape over part of the sign.  The Applicant explained that underneath the tape it tells people about a service they will be providing in the future.   He will take the tape off so there is no fading and the tape doesn’t stick to the sign and put a message saying that the dinner and ice cream will be coming soon.  The Board noted that the sign Red does not match the Red on the building.  The Board went over the bylaws for building lighting within the Applicant’s district (West Corners Business District).   A wall sign has to be lighted externally.  Discussion held about the illumination and design of the building sign.  
· Members felt the message board should have been added to the bottom of the previously approved sign.  The size would have been more proportional and the top would have been readable from the road.  The message board is fine and readable, but the business name is not visible.  
· Mr. Burgess motioned to amend DRB 2009-18, to forego the filing fee and to have the originally approved sign put back in place and to allow the installation of a message board to the bottom of the sign, not to exceed an additional 3 feet to the size of the sign.  The building sign will need to come back for approval with samples and the Board encouraged the Applicant to look at Stash’s and other businesses in town signage, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0.  

· At 8:10 pm, Chair opened DRB 2010-9, Not Your Average Joe’s, 16 Mazzeo Drive for signage, Jeffrey Kwass of Viewpoint Signs present for the Applicant.  He didn’t have a sample for the blue of the Pylon sign.  The color is going to be Olympic Blue.  They are going to remove the existing awnings, recover them with new fabric, put on the new logo and then reinstall them to the building.   Discussion held and photos viewed of other locations this has been done already.  Discussion held about the pylon sign and what other locations have, since the Board thinks they could do more with this sign.  The sign and the awning don’t look like they belong to same business, they are too different.  Members suggested using the lighter Blue from the awning and changing the word “Joe’s” to a different color.  The entire sign lights up at night.  Members suggested have just having the White lettering light up and have the Blue more opaque.  The Board and Mr. Kwass feel the sign would be better with just the lettering lighting at night.  The Board also thinks they should use the “Joe’s” logo on the sign, but the Representative says it doesn’t work because this is a square sign.   Members also mentioned the size of the lettering is throwing it off.   Mr. Burgess asked Mr. Kwass if the Applicant was doing anything to the exterior of the building; he was not aware of the building exterior being presented for changes at this time.

· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to accept the application of Not Your Average Joe’s  and to grant the special permit for the awnings as presented this evening with the continuation of the pylon sign portion of the hearing until the next meeting. Mr. Kwass will email the secretary new plans for the pylon sign based on the discussions this evening, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0.

· Mrs. Alexopoulos asked if anyone knew the status of AXP.  People are asking what is going on with the building.  Supposedly the building will be brought back to the original state beginning next week.  

· Ms. Duddy received a message from George Berdos about a White line on the bottom of the Meineke building that was not approved.  Members feel that area should have been painted Beige, but the Applicant is not painting it Black.  
· Next meeting will be scheduled as needed, potentially July 20th.
· Mr. Burgess motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:50 pm, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 4-0.
