· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, March 23, 2010
· Attendance: Maureen Dunn, Alexandra Alexopoulos, and Jean Duddy. Ms. Duddy began the meeting at 7:39 pm.  
· At 7:39 pm, Chair Duddy opened DRB 2010-4, Triuno Dry Cleaners, 1395 North Main Street for signage.  Izabel Silva and Vinicius Mata present.  They took over Lapels Dry Cleaners.  They are keeping the furniture inside and the same size sign and colors that Lapels had before.  The colors are Green, White and Gold.  The sign company is Instant Signs.  The White is inside the logo, the Green is for the lettering and there are Gold accents within the logo and under the lettering.  The sign will be he same distance off the raceway as the other signs in the block.  Channel letters will be used like the other store’s signs.  The window signs will be the same as what Lapels had, except they will have the new information.  For the pylon sign, the Applicant thought the vinyl would be removed and just his name would be put back in place.  The Board indicated that the entire panel needs to be removed, not just the lettering.  The residual lettering shows through when done this way.  The Board wants to see the entire fascia replaced.  The two signs, under the drop off, and the door will be replaced with the new information.  No new signs to be added, just replacing existing ones with the new information.  It is ok to replace the box on the pylon sign with the same colors and same logo as on the building as long as the green matches what the other stores. 
· Mrs. Alexopoulos motioned to accept the application of Triuno Dry Cleaners and to grant the special permit for signage, as presented with the sign color Green to match the previous occupants Green as noted to the Applicant Holly Green #A9629T all lettering will change from Lapels to Triuno as presented.  Pylon sign to be a new fascia insert as presented.  All window signage will remain as is (colors and dimensions) with the new names to be added, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.  Check received.
· Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the minutes from January 26, 2010 with the addition of “Mrs. Alexopoulos will be abstaining from voting, due to a conflict,” second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 2-0-1, Ms. Duddy in abstention since she was not in attendance at the meeting.
· Secretary will contact those applicants that still owe money. 

· Tomato and Cheese sign blew down, the Board will give them a week for things to settle down and clean up.  

· Bank of America dumpster was always overflowing, so they enclosed it with a black, chain link fence.  CVS has a panel that is coming down.  The “stop” sign coming out of the drive through at CVS needs to be replaced.  It was damaged by the contractors of Bank of America.  The pots outside of Bank of America need to be replaced.   A letter needs to be sent to the Branch Manager at Bank of America indicating they need to come before the Board for the dumpster enclosure, and the pots.  A letter should be sent to CVS about replacing the “stop” sign at end of the drive through.  
· The Board discussed Allcaneat Foods; their dumpster placement is in question.

· Mrs. Dunn mentioned that Mr. Burgess has a question about the L & W trees.  Members will drive by and look for discussion at the next meeting.
