· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, November 9, 2010
· Attendance: James F. Burgess, Jr., Maureen Dunn and Thomas Fucile.  Mrs. Dunn opened the meeting at 7:34 pm.
·  At 7:34 pm, Mr. Fucile motioned to accept the minutes from October 19, 2010, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.

· At 7:34, Acting-Chair Dunn opened DRB 2010-15, ZipPrint, 215/217 North Main Street, for an addition.  Richard Brewer, General Contractor present for the Applicant.  The Applicant is putting on a 28 x 40ft. addition covered with Hardy Pine.  ZipPrint had come before the Board previously asking to add a second floor and an extension out the back; this plan is different.  They are just planning to go back, not up.  The previous application has expired.  The old building roof edge will be extended to meet this new addition.   Hardy Board Pine will be used.  On the existing building the Red Brick in front will remain and Red Hardy Pine will be added.  The new structure will not look anything like the existing structure which the Board feels isn’t necessarily bad.  The addition will be 4 feet in from the existing building.   Discussion was held by all about there being too much Red.  The Board is not sure the Applicant should use Red all around.  Country Mist or Light Mist could be used to make it look like it is several different buildings instead of several add ons.  If a shingle can be found to match the existing front of the building, they will be changed out.  The roofing will be Architectural Shingles.  Trim color will be Off-White or Almond.  Discussion held on the colors to accent the Red of the buildings.  Windows will be all vinyl.  Shutters will be the same color as the trim.  The windows are all actual windows; doors will be Almond color as well.  
· On the rear side of the building there is a proposal to have a loading dock, but it probably won’t happen; there will be a door though.   On the right side elevation, facing St. Mary’s, there will be real windows.  No signage changes are being presented at this time.  No landscape changes on the plans at this time as well.  There is an opportunity to put in additional lighting to enhance the security of the building.  Mr. Brewer is not sure if the Applicant is planning to do any right now.  The Board talked about using recessed lighting to enhance the security, but not disturb the neighbors.   No lights are to be added on the Church side of the building.  The lights would be located above each door, shining down. 
· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of ZipPrint and to grant the special permit for an addition with the following: the existing building-the left side elevation and the thatch shingle roof is to be extended to the new building, shingles will match existing building.  The TF111 will be covered by Hardy Board in Light Mist as presented.  The right side elevation of existing building is to be covered in Hardy Board, Light Mist as presented.  On the new construction, the design of the building is approved as presented with the following: roof shingles will be Light Board Architectural Shingles, Hardy Board will be used for the clapboard and paint color will be JH90-2O Country Lane Red.  The doors shall be Black.  The windows, shutters and trim shall match and be Almond to Off-White in color.  Lighting shall be two recessed lights in the soffett on the right elevation and one in the rear to reflect down on the building, and 2 wall packs above the doors.  There shall be no additional lighting on the right side of the building on the new construction.  No lighting permitted on the parking lot side. No landscaping submitted or required at this time.  No signage changes presented at this time, if changes are made on any parts of the building, the Applicant shall be required to obtain necessary permits and come back before the Board, second by Mr. Fucile: voted 3-0.
· Cynthia Wall of the Metropolitan Area Planning Council is visiting.
·  At 8:10 pm, Acting Chair Dunn opened DRB 2010-16, The Fat Cactus, 1374 North Main Street, for signage and outdoor seating.   Frank Imbergamo and Matthew Greer present for the Applicant. The group is looking to go into the Comfort Inn in a location that was previously occupied by a restaurant.  There is an existing patio that the Applicant is looking to extend in length and width.  Questions arose regarding the existing patio and how it was used previously.  This area was not used for outdoor seating previously.  There will be an extension of the roof to extend out over the outdoor seating for use more of the year.  The cement floor will be level with the restaurant inside.  There will be 5 garage doors to enter onto the patio from the restaurant.  There is a fire lane next to the seating area.  The roof is galvanized metal, no paint, and silver color; the railings will be corrugated metal.   There is going to be a mission style addition to the building, the color will be Yellow to match the Comfort Inn building color.  The Board mentioned that there are 5 colors in their proposed signage and the Bylaws only allow 3.  The Board also wants the sign to be seen from the highway, so they want to make sure their sign is clear and the right size.  Discussion held about the grade of the property for the outdoor seating and where the entrances are.  
· The Board discussed things the Applicant could do to make their restaurant stand out.  Mr. Burgess also informed them that they will have to go to the ZBA for signage.  They are planning to have more signs than the bylaws allow for.  The mission style addition will be backlit.  
· Board wants the Applicant to come back with colors of garage doors, mullions, signage, roof and building, a plot plan for the area, any dimensions for the various items, samples of the wood and other materials and how the back seating area ties into the front of the building.   They also need a lighting plan.  LED and leader board signs are currently not allowed.  The Town is working on this issue.  Mr. Burgess asked the Applicant to look into their signage, and maybe not having all their signage match, thus allowing them to have a larger pylon sign.  He feels they can get more out of their signage.  
· Mr. Fucile motioned to continue DRB 2010-16, The Fat Cactus, until 7 pm, on November 23rd, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.

· At 8:55 pm, Cynthia Wall of Metropolitan Area Planning Council discussed Site Plan Review and Design Review for communities and Randolph and what is happening in Town with the possibility of combining Boards and/or eliminating Boards along with changing bylaws, regulations and processes for business to complete the permitting process.
· Mr. Fucile motioned to adjourn at 9:30 pm, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.
